You
can alwaysuse spaceslike the library or use our schoolspacewhich will be open every day next
week from 10am -2pm.

ẆArrangea time with friendsto be backon phonesto chate.g. in anhour. Everyoneagreesto turn off
phonesfor anhoursono-onefeelstheyaremissingout.

ẆChecklistsmay help students feel on top of their revision more than a timetable. Sometimeswhen
unexpectedthings comeup and you can't completea revisionsessionon your timetable, it can be
demotivating. Workingthrougha checklistisalwayspositiveandcanbeaddedto everyday.

Ẇ4-5 hoursa day is a goodamount of revisionfor Y13at this time of year. Thisstill leavesa lot of time
to relax,andyouwill feel muchmorerelaxedif youhavedonea goodblockof revisionthat day.

ẆBe positive and kind to yourself! If you are using effective revision techniques, tell yourself
that everythingyoudo makesa difference- even5 minutesmakesa difference. Remindyourselfthat
your 'future-summer-holidayyou' would want you to havedonethe hard work now soyou canhave
a wonderfulsummerholidaywhenit comes!
