Gospel - Matthew 16:13-19

Reflection
In this passage, Jesus asks His disciples who people say He is. Peter is the only one to
respond with the correct answer: “You are the Messiah, the Son of the living God.” Jesus
praises Peter’s faith and says that this insight came from God. He then declares Peter the
“rock” on which He will build His Church and gives him “the keys of the kingdom of
heaven,” symbolising spiritual authority and leadership. This event foreshadows Peter
becoming the first Pope. Each Pope after is a successor to these keys of Peter.

Grant, we pray, O Lord our God, that we may be sustained by the intercession of the blessed Apostles
DPeter and Paug that, as through them you gave your Church the Hfomwlations of her heavenly office,
so through them you ma help her to eternal sakivation. Through our Lord Jesus Christ, your Son,
who lives and reigns witﬁ you in the unity of the Holy Spirit, one God, for ever and ever. Amen.

Road Safety is Everyone’s Responsibility

At Greyfriars Catholic School, we are called not only to learn and grow but also to care for one
another as members of God’s family.

With this in mind, we ask all pupils, parents, and carers to be extra mindful of road safety, particularly
during the busy after-school period.

As a Catholic community, we are reminded that every person is made in the image of God. It is our
shared duty to protect and respect the safety and dignity of each individual — especially our children.

For Pupils:
v’ Cross the road carefully, using the designated crossings at all times.
v’ Avoid distractions like phones or headphones — keep your eyes open and be aware of your
surroundings.
v Use pavements rather than roads to walk.
v" Walk calmly and patiently, showing care for those around you.

If you are riding a bicycle or electric bike:

v Always wear a helmet for your safety.

v Make sure your bike is roadworthy, with working brakes and lights if riding in low light.

v' Ride with care and never speed through crowded areas or pavements.

v" Electric bikes must be ridden responsibly — they are powerful vehicles, and unsafe riding
can put others at risk.

v’ Be especially mindful near younger pupils and pedestrians — show the same care and
respect you would expect in return.

For Our Whole Community:
v’ Let’s practice patience and understanding, especially during busy pick-up times.
v" A few extra moments of caution could prevent serious harm — every child is a precious
gift.
