| was also especially proud to see many of those same students, after two demanding days in the
art exam, walking calmly into the hall for our first GCSE written paper: Sociology. That resilience,
commitment and determination says so much about them.

We are now fully geared up for the launch of GCSEs and A Levels next week. There is a real sense
of focus and purpose in school and, | must admit, | love this time of year. There is something
deeply hopeful about seeing young people step up, challenge themselves and begin to realise just
how much they are capable of. Well done to them!

Reflection
In John 14:1-12, Jesus comforts his disciples as he prepares for his suffering and death,
encouraging them to trust in God and in him. When Philip asks to see the Father, Jesus
explains that whoever has seen him has seen the Father. This reveals the heart of Christian
faith: God is made visible in Jesus Christ. Unlike earlier figures such as Moses, who acted as
mediators, Jesus is the true and eternal mediator between God and humanity, fully revealing
God’s presence and love.
